July saw the return of fieldwork for the Geography Department after - = ;
a year without outdoor learning. The A level students participated in
several day trips to locations in England and Wales to complete data
collection for their coursework. S

The trips started locally afimleyHall Country Park to investigate soils g
in a deciduous woodland. The day began with rain but soon brightenisess
up. In good geography style this did not detract from the excellent
teamwork to do everything from digging out soil samples to hugging
trees to measure their girth.

The second trip crossed the border into Wales to visit Aberystwyth and
spend time on North Beach measuring the impact of coastal processes
and analysing coastal defences. The weather was amazing but no time to

Another iceeam was consumed in Lo
Town after a hot day surveying the streets.

The students gained valuable fieldwork skills and really enjoyed
seeing geography beyond the classroom.

YEAR 10 GEOGRAPHY RIELDWORKMMODUDLEY

Fieldwork is an integral part of the skills and knowledge needed for
the Geography GCSE exam. On Thursday 15 July over 60 Year 10
learners visited Dudley Town Centre to practise data collections skills
and make fieldwork observations about the changing nature of the
High Street.

They investigated 2 main themes of land use and environmental
quality by doing land use surveys;damlar environmental surveys,
pedestrian and traffic counts and evaluating urban improvement and
public art.
